BUT FOUND STRENGTH IN HELPING OTHERS

When wildfires swept through her community in Newfoundland and Labrador, Robin
Dwyer was among the first to receive the devastating news: her family's home was
gone. Yet, in the face of her profound loss, Robin put her own needs aside. Instead,
she focused on everyone else.

Despite being an evacuee herself, Robin helped her neighbours find safety, comfort and
community at a Canadian Red Cross reception centre. She was a Volunteer Coordinator
and Community Liaison for the Town of Small Point-Adam’s Cove-Blackhead-Broad
Cove. Day after day, as the centre filled with evacuees, Robin watched it transform into
a large community where people drew strength from each other.

“People meet each other, they sit down, they share a meal, there’s activities,
there’s bands playing, there’s health care, there’s mental health,” she said.
“It’s basically a little village.”

The Red Cross set up four reception or shelter sites for wildfire evacuees across
Newfoundland and Labrador. Many who registered at these centres also received
financial assistance for their urgent needs from the Canadian Red Cross on behalf
of the Government of Newfoundland and Labrador.

But as Robin poured her time and energy into helping others, she knew she'd

soon have to face her own loss. Her recovery will take months, even years, and

your generosity will ensure the Red Cross is there for her, every step of the way.

Red Cross teams work with people like Robin to help them to determine their unique
needs; make plans and decisions; and access financial, community and professional
resources so they can rebuild their homes and lives.

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Young hearts in Ukraine

ARE HEALING ONCE AGAIN

On July 8th, 2024, the Okhmatdyt Children’s Hospital in Ukraine was partially
destroyed by an explosion. The Centre for Pediatric Cardiology and Cardiac
Surgery stood on the hospital campus, and much of it lay in ruins.

In an instant, vital spaces — operating rooms, intensive care units, inpatient wards,
the outpatient consultation department and the radiology department — were
hollowed out. Lifesaving care came to a standstill, forcing children with complex
heart conditions to wait for treatment they urgently needed.

But the destruction was met with determination. Thanks to all who donated to our
Heal Health Centres initiative, this leading medical facility was brought back to
life. Teams diligently worked for a year to repair and restock the building. And by
December of 2025, the silence of damaged halls was replaced by the sounds of
treatment.
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“The amount of work that’s been done is truly remarkable,” said Celine McGarvey,
Lead Regional Specialist, Europe, for the Canadian Red Cross. Celine visited the
centre throughout the reconstruction. On her final visit, standing in a restored hallway,
she was overjoyed to hear the sounds of babies in outpatient rooms.

Today, the centre is fully operational, healing small hearts and saving young
lives once again.

Closer care for Indigenous communities

In March 2026, health care in the northern Eeyou Istchee region will finally be more
accessible. A new mobile hospital will deliver essential and emergency care directly
to the Indigenous families who live there. This vital project reflects over seven years
of collaboration between the Canadian Red Cross and the Cree Board of Health
and Social Services of James Bay. Our teams helped set up the hospital's staffing,
equipment and systems. They also ensured that local leaders and community
members feel empowered to manage their own care long-term.

An historic wildfire response

Our 2025 wildfire response was the largest operation in our recent history. Between
May and August, 1,200 personnel were deployed across Saskatchewan, Manitoba,
Ontario and Atlantic Canada to provide urgent aid and critical services. This massive
effort even surpassed our operations during the COVID-19 pandemic. We operated a
mega-congregate shelter in Winnipeg with capacity for 3,000 people; registered 52,000
people seeking assistance; and coordinated 815 flights to help 10,000 people

reach safety.

AROUND THE WORLD

Middle East humanitarian crisis

More than two years of conflict have led to
unimaginable suffering and displacement
across Gaza, Israel, the West Bank and
Lebanon. We have been working with
Red Cross Red Crescent Movement
partners in the region to meet urgent
humanitarian needs and provide critical
mental health and psychosocial support.
Our work includes operating the only fully
functional field hospital in Rafah, Gaza;
distributing food and emergency supplies
in the West Bank; and equipping teams to
find and rescue people from the rubble of
Lebanon's conflict zones.

Philippines natural disasters

Millions of people across nine provinces
were impacted when a powerful
earthquake and consecutive typhoons
struck late last year. Many lives were lost,
people went missing, and homes, roads
and essential services were destroyed.
The Philippines Red Cross led efforts to
rescue and evacuate families, transport
the injured to hospitals, provide first aid,
and deliver hot meals and safe drinking
water. The Canadian Red Cross supported
the response by mobilizing pre-positioned
relief supplies, deploying a Shelter Delegate,
and providing financial assistance.

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Hurricane Melissa

One of the most powerful storms
recorded in the Atlantic made landfall
in Jamaica on October 28 and swept
across five more Caribbean countries.
Torrential rains triggered flash floods
and landslides, which forced families
to flee their homes, and damaged
critical infrastructure like health
centres, schools, roads and bridges.
The Canadian Red Cross sent more
than 18,000 relief items to Jamaica,
including shelter toolkits, hygiene kits
and blankets. We also deployed an
emergency medical clinic along with a
team of humanitarian experts to provide
health care in Jamaica's hardest-hit
areas.

Myanmar earthquake

On March 28, two powerful earthquakes
struck central Myanmar, affecting

more than 1.35 million people. More

than 200,000 people were displaced,
while thousands of homes, schools

and hospitals were reduced to rubble.
Supported by Red Cross Red Crescent
Movement partners, the Myanmar

Red Cross Society reached more than
192,000 people with vital aid. This
included physical and psychosocial

care through three mobile health clinics;
relief items; and cash assistance. The

tarpaulins to help repair damaged homes
and construct makeshift shelters.

The Tiffany Circle International Council (TCIC) is a global leadership body that
strengthens and expands Tiffany Circle groups around the world by promoting
women’s philanthropic leadership and advancing the mission of the Red Cross
and Red Crescent Movement.

Collaboratively, we work to grow Tiffany Circle’s global presence, deepen
collaboration between national societies, and support programs and initiatives
that uphold humanitarian principles worldwide.

The international sisterhood of the Tiffany Circle continues to grow and thrive
around the world. At the end of 2024, we proudly celebrated the formation

of our first regional circle as West Africa joined the sisterhood. This global
expansion continued in late 2025 with the launch of the Cayman Islands
Tiffany Circle.

Today, the Tiffany Circle is 1,629 members strong worldwide. Together,
members have gifted an extraordinary $309.18 million USD to the Red Cross
and Red Crescent Movement and have influenced an additional $146.25
million in giving since the Circle’s founding.

In September 2025, the American Red Cross welcomed members from across
the globe to the Tiffany Circle Summit, where participants were inspired

to “Be the Spark.” Meanwhile, the TCIC continues its work to strengthen

the organization by developing formal governance structures, creating a

During these moments of narrow paths and unforgiving weather, she persevered
and was reminded of Stephen. “I talked to him in my mind all the way along that high,
narrow ledge and once at the top, | said, WE made it."

“Being at the summit of Mount
Kilimanjaro, which is 19,340 feet with the Canadian Red Cross flag is an experience |
will absolutely never forget."
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On her descent, Linda met a man who was trembling from the cold and offered to help
him. She remembered that she packed a Canadian Red Cross emergency blanket.
“So, we got the blanket on him as quickly as possible,” explained Linda. “As he started
to feel warmer, he called out, thank you, Red Cross! Despite the howling winds and
the blowing snow, | smiled and thought, what a wonderful moment, who would have
thought that the Canadian Red Cross would be there to help?”

Upon reflecting on her adventure of a lifetime, Linda encourages everyone to seek
out new journeys and to cherish them. “I felt that raising the Canadian Red Cross at
the summit symbolized for me the journey of perseverance, because you really had to
persevere, the empowerment that it gave me, and it was also an opportunity to raise
funds to lift others in need,” explains Linda.
